Slide One:

Slide Two:

Slide Three:
 How will taxes be collected and be fair.
Slide Four:
What do we do about foreign policy? (How do we talk to other countries?)
Slide Five:
What laws would you create in the US to help govern our country.  

Slide Six:
What is the biggest issue facing our country today and how would you fix it?
Slide Seven:
There are fights breaking out all over the country because of slavery, what do you think should be done about slavery? 

Slide Eight:
Religion, marriages, abortions have become an issue in the US.  What is your opinion on them and how will you deal with them.    

Slide Nine:
