Research Project- Biography

For this project, you will get to choose from a list of historic people that we have studied this quarter, and make a PowerPoint telling the class about that individual. In doing so, you will be making a biography about this person in a PowerPoint.  A biography is the story of a person’s life.

The following is a checklist that you need in your power point:

Slide One: 
Title page with a picture of your person and the person’s name.

Slide Two: 
Where and when your person was born

Slide Three:
Tell me about the life and education of the person.

Slide Four:
Tell me about your person’s greatest achievements

Slide Five:
Tell me how your person died.

Slide Six:
Tell me one question you would ask about your person if you could meet them today and why you would ask this question.

Slide Seven:
Tell me why we should still study this person in history

Slide Eight:
Write an epitaph of this person that represents them (an epitaph is what is quoted on your tombstone that represents you.  For example: Martin Luther King’s might say, “ Here all men are created equal despite their make up.”

Criteria for your PowerPoint

- 
Must have at least 8 slides including a title page 

· Must include at least 5 pictures in your power point.

· Must have a different font on at least one slide (includes word art).

· Must have a background other than white.

· Each slide must have a title.

· Power point is appropriate (so not over animation and is visible when presenting)

· Information about the person should be in your own words and be correct information about the big topics.  You should be able to explain information about the person when presenting it.

· Everyone must speak in the presentation and students need to be clear in their presentation.
